Definitions of the Categories on the Score Sheet
• Team Attire –The look of the entire team. The team should coordinate team attire with the step routine theme. The team attire should remain intact and not expose any undergarments during the routine.
• Intro – How the team enters the stage to perform and the ability of the team to energetically complete the routine.
• Choreography – The actual step routine and the specifics of transition movements from one step routine to the next and the overall complexity, sharpness and execution of the steps. Dancing and other performance elements may be a part of the routine, but should not be the primary elements.

• Synchronization – The uniformity of all step team members moving on beat and performing in unison and that all individuals start and stop steps at the proper times during transitions.

• Showmanship – The entire routine should be creative, exciting and non repetitive and teams should show awareness of the audience when stepping, speaking and gesturing.

• Formations – The team should use a variety of formations while using as much as the performance area as possible while ensuring that there is a clear placement of all team members to create precise formations.

• Theme – How the entire step routine is created around a “story” and the clear development and execution of that “story”. Sample step performance routines may be historical, health-related and/or humorous. Groups are allowed to determine their own theme. The team can help itself by ensuring the team attire coincides with the theme and routine. 
• Vocal Clarity – Ensure that the judges can hear any spoken word or chanting that is incorporated into the step routine by using proper voice and dictation throughout the entire routine.

• Outro – How the team concludes the routine and whether it “Completes the show” with energy and enthusiasm.
